1. Background and Rationale

The Asian Pacific Phycological Association (APPA) has organized its regular international
symposium, the Asian Pacific Phycological Forum (APPF), every three years as a major platform for
advancing phycological research and collaboration within the Asia—Pacific region. The most recent
APPF was successfully held in 2024 in Sapporo, Japan, and the next APPF is scheduled to take
place in 2027 in Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam.
In celebration of the 30th Anniversary of APPA, the Association has initiated a new strategic
direction by launching APPA Regional Forums—theme-based satellite or regional symposia to be
held during the three-year intervals between APPF meetings. These forums aim to address
regionally relevant and globally significant phycological topics while strengthening scientific
collaboration, capacity building, and knowledge exchange among APPA members and stakeholders.
The first APPA Regional Forum was launched in Rongcheng, Shandong Province, China, under the
theme “Kelp Aquaculture: From Current Issues to Future Scientific Development for Applications
and Sustainability.” China is globally recognized as the largest producer of aquacultured seaweeds,
and the coastal areas of Shandong Province represent a major hub for large-scale seaweed
cultivation and other marine farming activities. This location therefore provided an ideal setting for
initiating APPA’s Regional Forum series.
Building on this successful first launch, APPA is pleased to announce the second APPA Regional
Forum in 2026, co-hosted with the Faculty of Science, Prince of Songkla University (PSU), Thailand,
focusing on the theme of Seaweed Blue Carbon and Related Sciences. This forum represents the
continuation of APPA’s long-term commitment to addressing emerging scientific challenges and

societal needs through regionally focused yet globally relevant platforms.

2. Objectives
The APPA Regional Forum on Seaweed Blue Carbon 2026 aims to:
2.1 Promote scientific exchange and collaboration on seaweed, seagrass, and mangrove blue
carbon research within the Asia—Pacific region.
2.2 Enhance understanding of the role of seaweed, seagrass, and mangrove ecosystems in

carbon sequestration, climate change mitigation, and ecosystem sustainability.
